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Swim school roots dig deep into love of water

Bob Hubbard cannot get 
his clients out of the pool.

The splashing and kick-
ing is nothing more than 
commonplace inside his 
office, Hubbard Fam-
ily Swim School at 84th 
Avenue and Thunderbird 
Road. But squealing kids 
and the smell of chlorine 
is a far cry from Hubbard’s 
previous profession as a 
lawyer.

Hubbard said swimming 
is something his family has 
always shared a passion for 
– enough to open their own 
swim school in 1998. Hub-
bard and his wife, Kathy, 
started teaching swimming 
lessons to subsidize a swim 
club they were operating 
and it incited Bob to make 
a career change.

“We really just fell in 
love with it,” Bob said.

Bob used to be an ocean 
lifeguard and Kathy was 
one of the first women 
to compete in collegiate 
swimming. She went on 
to compete at the national 
level at the 1968 Olympic 
trials. The couple has eight 
children and seven grand-
children, who also share a 
love of the water.

What began as swim-
ming lessons in whatever 
pool was available for rent 
has expanded into two lo-
cations (the third in Mesa is 
opening soon) in Phoenix 
and Peoria, more than 100 
instructors and 1,000 stu-
dents and the celebration 
of a 10-year anniversary 
of the company.

“As it has grown, it’s 
been a real challenge and 
treasure,” Bob said. “I love 
the relationship we have 
with our families.”

The school teaches chil-
dren age 6 months to 12 
years and offers a sum-
mer recreation program, 
including a 40-member 
competitive swim team.

“I love summer recre-
ation because it gives them 
(students) another chal-
lenge,” Bob said. “They 
run into kids who are faster 
and they realize they have 
a little more work to do.”

The team competes with 
Arrowhead Country Club, 
Glendale/Peoria YMCA 
and Bellaire Community.

Peoria Store Manager 
Deb Paparelli has worked 
with the Hubbards since 
the school’s inception. 
She said working there has 
allowed her to watch kids 
grow, including her own

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three children.
Lessons typically last 

half an hour once a week 
and there is one instruc-
tor for every four to six 
kids, depending on the age 
group. Bob said the staff 

views parents as students 
as well when they bring in 
young children.

“When they start young, 
they can swim through 
their growth spurts,” Bob 
said. “It’s great physically 

and it’s great that they can 
stay in touch with the wa-
ter.”
